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PARENTAGE: A 1995 cross of 90-50cn x UF Gold. 
 
FRUIT: Shape is round with no suture bulge – fruit weight 
 averages 110-120gms. 
 
SKIN: 70-90% red over yellow ground colour with dark red 
 longitudinal stripes. 
 
FLESH: Contains some red pigmentation especially on the 
 sunny side but no red at the pit.  The yellow 
 flesh is non-melting with good sweetness  
 and low acidity.  There is little tendency to brown on 
 bruised or cut  surfaces.  Seed is medium to small. 
 
BLOOM: Heavy and will require thinning to achieve optimum 
 marketable size. 
MATURITY: 2-3 days after UF Gold™.  85-90 days from full b
 bloom. 
 
TREE: Vigorous and spreading – requires summer pruning.
