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FRUIT: Large, round, symmetrical and attractive. Size range 
 from 140 to 160 grams – will require thinning. 
 
SKIN: 50 to 70% bright red skin over deep orange ground 
colour. 
 
FLESH: Yellow, non-melting flesh. Firm with good sweetness. 
Semi clingstone. 
 
MATURITY: 95 to 100 days after full bloom or near that of 
Flordagold. 
 
CHILL UNITS: Estimated to require 300 hours. 
 
TREE: Highly vigorous, semi upgright. Needs summer 
 pruning for lower tree fruiting. 
 
COMMENTS: Attractive skin blush. 
 Flesh does not brown readily on cut surfaces. 
 Pits are medium small and show little tendency to 
split on light crops.
